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: Undergraduates must take at least 7 classes, but how do you count the number of classes?
: Basically, 1 subject counts as 1 class. But for subjects that are held 2 days/ week such as Japanese (1-a), 1 subject counts as 2

classes.
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: Do I need to take at least one subject from each of the eight modules, or am I only allowed to pick subjects from only one of the
eight modules?

: You may pick any subjects from any modules. Please select the ones that you think are appropriate for your academic plan.
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: Is there any condition on language for registering KUGF courses?
: You are not required to show the certification of your score, but the language requirements and guidelines for each subject are
set on each subject. In case if the language requirement is not met or significantly exceeded, the student may not be able to take

courses. Please refer to the syllabus and KUGF Course Guide for more specific information.
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: Is it mandatory to register for both class ‘a’ and class ‘b’ of Japanese?

: In terms of level 1 to 3, you must take both of them at the same time because each of their curriculum relates to the others. In
case your Japanese class and a class from your field of study that you want to put in higher priority are overlapped, you can consult
the Japanese class coordinator. Although, the curriculum for level 3 to 7 is independent and it is still recommended to take both ‘a’

and ‘b’,it is not mandatory to register both a and b.
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: What field of study do Japanese a and b cover?
: Japanese a is mainly about speaking and listening, while Japanese b is mainly about reading and writing. For more specific

information, please refer to the syllabus.
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: Is there any condition for registering regular courses?

: Most of the undergraduate courses are conducted in Japanese only, so basically you are allowed to take these courses if your



Japanese level is above 5 in the placement test.
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Q: I see subjects that have the same name but different numbers or letters at the end, such as “@®1” and “® 2" or “AAa” and
“AADb.” How are they different?
A: The numbers and letters at the end of the subject hames show the difference in themes or the semester in which the class will be

held. Please refer to the syllabus for more specific information.
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Q: Do I need to take the “"®@ ® 1" or “AAa” firstin order to take “® 2" or “AADb"?

A: No, you can take “® @2” even if you did not complete “®@ ®1.”
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Q: Can I take subjects that have the exact same name?

A: No, because even if the teacher or the syllabus is different, they are basically considered as one subject.
