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1. SPANISH LANGUAGE AND CULTURE COURSE

- DURATION: 2 weeks of classes.  

- COURSE START DATE: Monday 14th of February 2022 

- END DATE: Friday 25th February 2022.  

- TEACHERS of Spanish language and culture specialized in teaching Spanish as a 

foreign language. 

- LANGUAGE LEVELS, according to the Common European Framework of 

Reference for Languages (CEFR): beginners (A1), intermediate (A2 - B1), advanced (B2) 

and advanced (C1-C2).  

- LEVEL TEST to classify students into groups according to their language level: 

The placement test will be online on 31 January 2021. Our head of studies will contact 

you. Once we know the level and depending on the number of students, we will place you 

in the corresponding classes. 

- 20 HOURS OF CLASSES per week: 15h of language and 5h of cultural 

workshops/seminars. Two afternoon lectures a week for the students about Galicia, 

Camino de Santiago, Galician culture. 

- SCHEDULE: Classes from Monday to Friday from 9:15 to 14:00h. (Timetable 

Madrid) 

- EVALUATION AND GRADING SYSTEM: Students will receive two 

marks. 50% of the grade will correspond to class participation and student progress; and 

the other 50% to oral and written exams. The grading system goes from 0 to 10. 

Attendance in the morning classes is compulsory.  

- DIPLOMA awarded by Cursos Internacionales de la Universidad de Santiago de 

Compostela, with ECTS credits. 
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2. GENERAL COURSE OF SPANISH LANGUAGE AND 

CULTURE ON LINE SYNCHRONOUS 

COURSE STRUCTURE (20 hours per week) 

- Oral and written level test (to be taken online in the weeks prior to the course). 

- 15 hours of telepresence language classes (15 hours per week, 3 hours per day from 

09:15-12:45 with a break from 11:15-11.45). (timetble Madrid) 

- 5 hours of telepresence language/culture workshop classes (5 hours per week, 1 hour 

per day from 13:00 to 14:00).(Timetable Madrid) 

Classes will be taught through videoconferences, digital whiteboards and audiovisual 

forums (Teams, padlet, flipgrid, etc.). Synchronous classes, where teachers and students 

coincide in time and develop the tasks of oral and written expression, comprehension and 

interaction, specific to each level.  

The course programme by level is available to coordinators and students once the groups 

have been organised by level. The didactic materials used are aimed at combining audio-

visual presentations by the teacher and the students, developing different dynamics of 

individual, small group and group-class work. Classes will combine communicative and 

reflective practice. 

We work with the Difusión publishing house and its virtual campus 

(https://campus.difusion.com/). We also use materials from other publishers of Spanish 

as a foreign language and our own audiovisual material produced/adapted by the CI-USC 

team of teachers. 

In this course, emphasis is placed on the personalised monitoring of students through the 

assignment of a teacher-tutor, individual tutorials are planned and continuous advice is 

given throughout the process, from taking the level test to obtaining diplomas and final 

credits. 
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3. ATTENDANCE AND EVALUATION 

Attendance is compulsory and assessment consists of: 

- 50% personal work, in and out of the classroom. 

- 50% weekly oral and/or written tests 
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4. REGISTRATION  
Students must register through the International Courses website and also send a copy 

of their passport.
