[About GTA/Duties]

following roles;
e Sitting at the reception counter and helping out the user of the Mi-Room/
maintaining the room/ guiding visitors around/ posting on social medias/creating

flyers/any other work that the Mi-Room staff members ask you for.

[Qualifications]
e Full-time student at Kansai University
e Exchange student/JLC student who stayed at least 1 semester as of March 7, 2024
AND who will be staying at Kansai University from April 1 onwards during the
spring 2024 semester.
e Having strong responsibility, such as always being on time, contacting the office in
advance for their absence, etc.
e Availability to work long term (1 semester minimum for exchange students)
e Daily conversation level fluency in both Japanese and English
*We also welcome those who are not at the daily conversation level in either of the
language but have strong enthusiasm for learning/improving it. Verbal
communication is particularly required when explaining how to use the Mi-Room
to the users/visitors and when telling a direction to those who are lost on campus,
etc.

e Preferably available to work 3 hours a day, 2 days per week (3-hour-shift does not



have to be successive)

e Having strong interest in learning other cultures and languages

*  Having strong interest in supporting cultural exchange activities

»  Flexibility to understand and accept cultural differences

*  Ability to work as a team and accept other member’s ideas regardless of their profile
such their age, nationality, religion, etc.

*If your status of residence is “study abroad”, you must have obtained “Permission to

Engage in Activity Other than that Permitted under the Status of Residence Previously

Granted” before starting work as GTA

*Please refrain from applying if there is any possibility that you cannot afford enough time
to work as a GTA due to the necessity of engaging in other activities such as your academic
work, attending internship, or job hunting (dropping out during the contract period will

not be accepted).

[Work period] From April 1, 2024 onward
*If you are an exchange student, there is a possibility that we might end our contract earlier
than you hope due to our payment system. This will all depend on the date of your

departure from Japan.

[Work hours] Shift to be adjusted between 9am-5pm, weekdays
*1 hour break required in case of working 5 hours in a row

*We may ask you to work during the breaks between the semesters

[Work place] Mi-Room, Senriyama campus

[Salary] 1,100 yen per hour
*Transportation fee will be provided only if you work anytime during the break(s) between

the semesters.
