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Theme 1 Deliberative Polls are processes in mature democracies where citizens can come together to explore a
policy issue, learn about it from experts, deliberate and discuss the issue thoroughly, and finally compare

their initial opinions about the topic with a culminating confirmatory poll. Such processes have allowed
(Instructor: Oliver Kinghorn ) citizens the world over to learn about, discuss, and deliver their opinion on issues such as environmental
protection, the age of adulthood, education policy, human rights and our energy future. In this workshop-
based course, students will become experts on an issue, investigate it, survey public opinion about it,
present their findings about it, and perform a panel discussion in front of an audience. Survey design,
slideshow creation, academic presentation, and public deliberation skills will be valuable takeaways for

students as they prepare for their future working life.

Theme 2 Creative writing, with a strong focus on developing narrative and literary tropes, is the art of expressing
ideas, feelings, and concepts, in imaginative ways. It's used in novels and fiction, poetry and plays,

character and plot development, and can even help you generate ideas for academic papers. KUICC's
(Instructor: Matthew Summer Intensive Program’s Creative Writing course is your golden ticket to help you move beyond simple
Baumgartner) English writing and into a world of pure imagination in your writing. Over 5 days, we'll explore types and
styles of creative writing, features of creative writing, ways to generate imaginative writing ideas, and
exercises and techniques to develop those imaginative ideas. Along the way, we'll share our creative writing

with others as we craft a unique piece of written work that reflects something unique about ourselves.
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
