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Academic Writing for Research Papers in Englis

This course is designed for those who will be writing research papers in English to submit to

international academic journals. Students will acquire skills and know-how for writing articles in
English, including vocabulary and expressions appropriate for academic writing styles, how to cite
outside sources, and how to analyze, summarize, and present previous research. This course is
recommended as the first step for those who aim to submit their papers to international academic
journals in the future. The course will be conducted in a workshop format combining lectures and
exercises, with individual feedback on summarizing and citing exercises.

*There will be an assignment to read a model essay prior to each lesson.

*All classes are conducted in English.

Students will learn correct ways to cite outside sources in their writing as well as to use effective
phrases to connect sentences logically. You will also learn how to increase the accuracy of your

writing.
