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etween 200 A.D. and 600 A.D., large tombs were constructed

for kings or clans by heaping up soil and stones. Among over
160,000 kofun that still remain in Japan, the largest is
Nintoku-tenno-ryo Kofun. With a mound length of 486m, the
kofun is one of the world’s three great ancient tombs, together
with the Pyramid of Khufu in Egypt and the Mausoleum of the
First Qin Emperor in China. In 2019, “Mozu-Furuichi Kofun
Group,” including Nintoku-tenno-ryo Kofun, was registered as a
World Heritage Site. Why not come and visit the kofun, which is
a cultural heritage cherished by Japanese people?
