3 Themes in winter KUICC é"-in

The main theme is about “RESEARCH”

You will learn about #RESEARCH from 3 different sources.

1. Analyzing and Discussing Stories

Instructor: Harlan Kellem

In this course students will learn how to analyze stories, using movies and short videos. We will
use famous movies such as Snow White and Pinocchio to understand: (1) story symbolism, (2)
character development, and (3) plot structure. Together as a class, we will watch videos and
discuss the important parts of stories. The lessons will mostly consist of listening and speaking
activities, with a lot of group and class discussion. Students will also prepare a group
presentation for the final project, sharing their own original analysis of a story.

This course will focus on developing students’ research and presentation skills. They will be
encouraged to explore strategies for planning and conducting a research project, and to study
and practice techniques that will allow them to present their findings effectively. Initially,
attention will focus on considerations related to gathering information, including finding reliable
sources, creating coherent surveys, and the organization of content. As the course progresses,
students will spend more time practicing key presentation skills, while also working towards one
final presentation.

In this course students will get familiar with using surveys for gathering data in research. During
the first stage of the course, students will be instructed on what surveys are and how they are

designed to collect information. As the course progresses, students will have the opportunity to
create their own surveys and gather information based on a specific topic which will be decided

as a class. At the end of the course, they will present their findings following the instructor’s
advice on how to present data.
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
