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International Posture and Foreign Language Learning Motivation

—Reevaluation of the Social Psychological Theory in the Japanese EFL Context—

This article reevaluates Gardner's social psychological theory of L2 learning
motivation in the Japanese EFL context with a view of communication as a goal
of English language teaching. While recognizing the recent discussion which
includes a wider range of psychological variables relevant to formal EFL at
school, the researcher emphasizes the importance of adopting a set of variables
that captures the learners’ attitude towards what English represents in a context
where communication is increasingly regarded as a goal of L2 instruction. The
concept, “international posture”, was hypothesized to capture the learners’ atti-
tude toward different cultures, international vocation, and the people with whom
learners can communicate in English. A new model was constructed using the
concept, and tested through covariance structural analysis (SEM). The model
fitness to the data was very good and it was shown that international posture
influences motivation, which, in turn, influences proficiency in English.
