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I Residence Visa

1 The application Procedure for Obtaining a Visa
In order to stay in Japan as an international student, in principle applicants will be required to
obtain a “Student” visa. After the registration procedure is completed, Kansai University will act
as a representative in the application for a Certificate of Eligibility which is necessary to obtain
the “Student” visa. As soon as the Certificate of Eligibility is issued, it will be sent to the
applicant with the “Letter of Acceptance”. The applicant must immediately complete the process

to obtain a visa at a Japanese Embassy or Consulate General in the applicant’s home country.

(1) Kansai University will not act as a representative if applicants apply for any visa status other
than “Student”. Please contact Immigration Services Agency of Japan directly if you
wish to stay in Japan with other than a student visa status.

(2) Be aware that the delayed completion of the registration process may result in late delivery
of Certificate of Eligibility, which may hinder the applicant’s entering Japan.

(3) Kansai University will decide on the visa representative request based on the
application. As a result of the decision, the university may request the applicant to submit
additional documents to prove ability of financial support.

The University will not respond to any claims made about the final decision.

(4) The Certificate of Eligibility is granted by the Ministry of Justice; therefore, Kansai
University will not take any responsibility if the application is denied. The applicant is not
allowed to register for this program if application is denied, since he/she will not be eligible
to stay in Japan legally. Moreover, enrollment at Kansai University with a Short Stay
visa is not permitted.

(5) Those applicants who have a history of being denied a Certificate of Eligibility for whatever
reason, will not be issued one unless the problem is resolved. If there is any history of being

denied a visa application, inform Kansai University before making the application.



2 Change of status of residence after completion of JLC

Kansai University does not provide support for changing status of residence after completion
of JLC. After completing the course, you are required to return to your home country by the

end of the semester.

II Student Life

1 Living Expenses
The average living cost in Osaka is around at least JPY 100,000 per month including rent.
Make sure to consider this when you budget for living costs in Japan.
2 Medical Care and Insurance
(1) Kansai University Medical Center
The University Medical Center is located on the main campus. There are physicians, nurses
and psychologists on duty to provide comprehensive care for students. There is also a
Psychological Counseling Room staffed by licensed clinical psychologists.
(2) National Health Insurance
All non-Japanese who will live for more than 3 months in Japan, are required to enroll in the
National Health Insurance scheme. The annual insurance fee is about JPY25,000 in Suita City
where Kansai University is located. On receiving medical examinations, treatment, or getting
a prescription, the recipient only needs to pay 30% of the total cost as a partial charge of

the medical expense; 70% of the total cost will be covered by National Health Insurance.
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
